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Gateway and INSTEP News – Careers Department  
In both Gateway and INSTEP programmes students gain insight into working life in an area that interests them. 
 
This year Bethlehem College has had 41 Year 11 to 13 students who have successfully completed the Gateway 
Programme. Many of these students intend following a career in areas related to their placements. 
 
Gateway students can be placed in a work place one school day a week for 10 weeks, or they may choose to 
do 10 days during school holidays or weekends. During the placement they will gain credits towards unit 
standards. While on the programme they also complete a two day workplace first aid course 
 
Some students have already expressed an interest in being involved in Gateway Programme next year, and I will  
be accepting further applications at the beginning of term one 2010.  
 
Students may apply for short term mentoring or one day tasters through Lyn Parlane, from Priority One/INSTEP, 
who visits our school to interview students.   Lyn finds out what the students’ interests are, and matches them 
with suitable mentors for a one day taster. Sometimes they may only require a one or two hour interview.

advisable not to remove items unless you are sure you already have these items e.g. Casio 
Calculator 

5. At this point you can also order additional items you require e.g. book covering 
6. When you have finished ordering your items click ‘Add these items to Cart’ 
7. You can check your purchases by clicking ‘View Cart’, then ‘Continue to Checkout’ & follow 

instructions 
8. If some items are unavailable when you place your order then these items will be put on 

backorder and delivered to you as they arrive. It will be indicated on your delivery docket. 
9. Print a copy of your order and retain it for your records. Note the order number. This is required in 

case you need to return items (e.g. a course change following NCEA results)

4.   TRANSPORT LEVY – The College daily bus service is contracted and directly funded by the 
MOE.  However, all students will be charged an amount of $25.00 +GST per term which is payable to 
cover the cost of supplementary services not funded by the Ministry, as well as subsidisation of costs of 
providing transport for local curriculum based school trips.  
 
5.   STATIONERY CHARGE – All students supply their own stationery requirements. Details of 
stationery requirements for all students are advised on the School Supplies website, and we encourage 
this online ordering method as the school receives an additional rebate – website address is 
www.myschool.co.nz.  There is an additional charge of $5 (including GST) for the Secondary Diary.  
 
6.    SUNDRY CHARGES – Additional costs for school activities, and other disbursements will be 
charged to the pupil’s account, for settlement on a monthly basis.  Parents’ prior written approval is 
normally requested.
